6. Sports Scholarship Criteria

The Sports Scholarship is granted on an annual basis for the first year of the program. For continuation into 
the second and subsequent years, recipients must adhere to the following conditions:

    Candidates must fulfill the minimum academic eligibility requirements for the respective program  
     as outlined in the Admission Brochure.
    Candidates must also successfully pass through the selection process established by the    
     institution.

  2. Scholarship Amount:  
    Selected students will receive a 100% scholarship on tuition fee, subject to the decision of the   
     Scholarship Committee.

  3. Fee Adjustment: 
    The scholarship will be awarded after the candidate joins the program. Any excess fee paid by the   
     student will be adjusted against the academic fees of the following year.

  4. Documentation Requirement:  
    The qualifying act that led to the martyrdom must be in the line of duty. Applicants are required   
     to submit documentary evidence to substantiate their application and justify the scholarship.
